What is the Citizens’ Pact?
The Citizens’ Pact for SEE is an initiative of civil society groups in South Eastern Europe and the rest of Europe in response to the establishment of the Stability Pact for South Eastern Europe. The specific purpose of the project is to promote, develop and organize (implement) models of regional co-operation by local NGOs and municipalities committed to stability, peace and democracy. Citizens’ Pact (CP) offers a forum for exchange and co-operation, creates a structure for establishing a stronger connection between the civil society in South Eastern Europe and the Stability Pact and will establish an efficient and successful structure to meet these targets, including a project fund for initiatives of members of Citizens’ Pact. Citizens’ Pact aims to contribute to the objective of securing lasting peace and stability in Europe, in particular by strengthening the role and position of civil society.
Citizens’ Pact has defined two sectors: NGOs and Municipalities.
Office of the General Secretariat, along with the Board is a unique coordinating body of both sectors.


Membership

CP members form the basis of the CP. CP membership is open to NGOs and municipalities from Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Greece, Hungary, Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Romania, Serbia, Slovenia and Turkey that subscribe to the objectives of the CP and the CP statement of intent. 
Applicants should not be directly connected to political parties, while their representatives in the CP should have a clean war crime record and not be (have been) involved in corruption activities. New members are expected to fully support the mission of CP. Therefore they are asked to sign the CP statement of intent (page 2).

Decisions about admission of members are the responsibility of the Citizens’ Pact General Secretariat. 
Members can be expelled in case of misbehaviour concerning project implementation and accountability, or acting against the CP mission and welfare.

           Statement of Intent

The aim of the Citizens’ Pact is to create conditions for the lasting peace in Europe, by strengthening civil society and building a network in the SEE and the rest of Europe. Regional cooperation will serve to integrate Southeast Europe into the European regional institutions on both civic and governmental level. The ideals of peace, democracy and tolerance will be promoted as an alternative to nationalism, engaging citizens in conflict resolution and prevention.

Structure of the Citizen’s Pact draws on the diversity of the civic movement in SEE, fusing the experiences of activists, from across the spectrum to generate new solutions to the sensitive issues such as divided cities, refugees and IDPs and war crimes. The two sectors, NGOs and Municipalities create forums in which activists can enter into a dialogue, thereby generating projects that connect on a cross-regional basis to promote “Stability from Below”. The community-based nature of civil society is reflected through local groups, interacting with municipal structures. Activists’ joint experiences will be shared on a national and regional basis through the forum created by the Citizens’ Pact. Through the central project fund the Citizens’ Pact will support developments of regional projects that promote our joint ideals.
